Scholarship Application Instructions 


These scholarships are awarded to graduates of Warren High School who intend to pursue a post-high school education, including vocational, certificate programs, community college or university programs. The scholarships are awarded as a part of the school’s annual awards ceremony held in May. Recipients of the scholarship award, however, do not receive the scholarship until they have completed the first semester of their post-high school education in good standing and are enrolled in the second semester. In other words, scholarship recipients will not receive their award until January of the year following their high school graduation. Failure to successfully complete the first semester of studies and failure to enroll for the second semester will result in the forfeiture of the award.


The Board of Trustees of the Foundation reviews all of the applications for the scholarships and awards the scholarships on the basis of that review. These scholarships are not based solely on one criterion (such as financial need, academic achievement, community service, etc.). Rather, they are given on the basis of all criteria as viewed by the Board of Trustees. It is, therefore, essential that all applicants provide all of the information requested to have their application properly considered. The essay is particularly important to the Board and weighs heavily in their decision.  A checklist of the requirements is attached. Failure to complete the requirements will disqualify you from consideration.  Please carefully review the requirements listed in the checklist.  The decision of the Board of Trustees is final.
